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Recommendations

Metropolitan regions usually cover areas which are larger than the capital city's boundaries. Passanger
flows are not limited to administrational boundariss. Therefors, public transport in metropolitan arsas
is a regional responsiikty. Public transport organisation and financing should not be limited to the city's
boundaries, but should cover tha whole region as well a& all modss of public transport.

Local and regional sntitiss must assuma the political and administrative responsibilities for anintagratad
public transport service. Clear statements and reliable responsibilitiss on political, administrativa, and
operational levels as wall a5 sfficient decision-making processss ara important elements of an sfactve
organizationzl framework.

All means of public transport [regional rail, underground, tram, buses, ferries) in a region should
managed by one integrated authority. This authority should define the framework in which ps
operators can conduct their services. Key tasks Bke service and infrastructure conceps
planning, fares, sales, marketing and customer information have to be ips
also control the operators” performance with regard to the sarvice
and passengars’ expectations.

Recommendatio

By implameanting the European Regulation 1370,/2007, the European Union sets the legal framework
for tendsring and contracting procedures in public transport. Competitive tendering and contracting
has been proven to be an efficient instrument for increasing the quality of public transport services and
paszanger satisfaction whils reducing tha amount of public subsidiss nasded. It needs a strong public
institution that prepares the tenders. defines the level of service the passanger aims at, carries out the
tendering procedurs, and controls the contracts. This is especizlly the case in metropolitan regions
with & long tradition of strong public operstors. Public transport authorities and sssociations nesed
to be strengthenad and aquipped with sufficient parsonnel and funds and with well defined tasks and
rasponsibilities.

Cities also have the possibility to directly award contracts to their own public oparator, for axampla,
for contracts of a short period of time. Even if contracts are directly awarded, the CAPRICE project
racommands implementing complex guality control systems in the contracts in order to put pressura on
the operators to deliver a high guality service for the passengers. f service guslity is low, the operator should
be forcad to pay penaltiss az an incentive for batter quality. This needs a clear definition of authortias’

Public transport authorities have to be enabled to sst up complsx rats systams for their areas which
do nmot end at the administrative boundaries of the city but which include the surrounding commuting
areas. Public transport suthorities have to be further enablad o set up background systams for the
sharing of the revenues among all operators invalved. This has to be specified in the service contracts
between the operators and the authorities.

In some countries, regional railway services are not integrated into metropolitan ticketing systems dus
‘to the fact that the railways are operated by the national railway company or by private companiss on
which the metropolitan authority does have no influence. Thersfors, the national regulztor should assure
that the raikway company intagratss fares with local public trensport. In ths long run, this is profitable for
both sides a5 new passengers can be motivated to uss local public transport and rafway services dus ta
integratad farss.

Contactless slactronic ticksting systems have strong advantages for passengers and opsrators.
Thersfors, the introduction of slactronic ticketing in metropoftan areas should bs supported on the
regional, national. and Europaan levels. Setting standards on the national or even the Europsan level
gllows passangers to use the same systam in differant citiss. This reduces constraints in the use of public
transport systams in othar cities.
