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The objective of the INTERREG IVC program is to support the exchange of best practices 
among local and regional authorities in Europe. It is one of the European Cooperation Pro-
grams of the European Union and the only Program responsible for interregional cooperation. 

I.  State of Play
The total budget available for interregional cooperation is close to € 300  million. CAPRICE 
was funded under the first call in 2008.

The INTERREG IVC program has funded 122 projects under two Priority areas: “Innovation” 
and “Environment”. The “Environment” subtheme “Energy and Sustainable Transport” 
covers 19 projects, including CAPRICE.

CAPRICE is one of 102 “Regional Initiative Projects”, whose aim is the exchange of best 
practices among local and regional authorities in Europe. 

INTERREG IVC has two main tasks: First, “capitalisation”, aimed to better exploit existing 
knowledge in order to facilitate discussions between projects facing similar problems; and 
second, “mid-term evaluation”, delivering recommendations related to program manage-
ment and the future of interregional cooperation. 

II. First Achievements
More than 1300 local and regional authorities are involved in the 122 projects currently being 
financed. All of the 27 Member States, together with Switzerland and Norway, are involved 
in the Program.

Achievements have occurred in the three core elements of the Program:

•	 The identification, exchange, and transfer of good practices.

•	 The improvement of capacities and knowledge.

•	 The improvement of regional and local policies.

III. The CAPRICE Project
We can confirm today that CAPRICE has a fully relevant approach for the INTERREG IVC 
Program for three main reasons:

•	 The core element is the exchange of experience of its partners;

•	 The policy-makers of the participating regions are involved;

•	 The contribution to the program objectives is clearly demonstrated.

The added value of CAPRICE is the quality of its communication strategy that guarantees 
the tangibility, visibility, and relevance of its results.
