In Vilnius the cars and the roads are new but the busses are in the same bad condition as 
they were 15 or 20 years ago. Why is that? 

 Grazvydas JAKUBAUSKAS
I think the Ministry is making a lot of effort to renew the public transport fleet. We use cohe-
sion funds for purchasing new busses. The cause of the problem may be a lack of clear 
policy and sustainable strategy. I hope the situation will change.

 Tamas DOMBI, ZTM Warsaw

What do you think of car-sharing, a method popular in some countries in Western Europe?

 Grazvydas JAKUBAUSKAS
Vilnius was one of the first countries to have a car-sharing system, but the company went 
bankrupt.

 Laurence DEBRINCAT
We identified car-sharing in our Mobility Plan in France. In the Paris and Ile-de-France region, 
our objective is not to develop the use of cars but to develop the use of collective transport, 
walking, and cycling. Car‑sharing or car-pooling is for areas in which there is no alternative 
to collective transport. We have not yet developed schemes for car-sharing.

 Monique VAN WORTEL
One of the actions of the European Mobility Plan is raising awareness. Several of the natio-
nal coordinators of the annual European Mobility Week organise specific activities to pro-
mote car‑sharing.

 Brigitte OLLIER, UITP, Belgium

How do the members of the Panel see the place of the electric car in future transport mobility?

 Laurence DEBRINCAT
Our ability in France to meet the need or the demand for electric cars remains a problem. At 
the same time, since the ‘Grenelle Environment Agreement’ of 2010, it has been compulsory 
in urban mobility plans to review and benchmark the situation and to explain the merits and 
drawbacks of an electric car program. We do not yet have clear answers. We need to under-
take nationwide studies.

 Monique VAN WORTEL
Studies of electric cars are part of the Action Plan on Urban Mobility. Through the Framework 
program and the Civitas program we also support projects on biofuels and on hydrogen. 

 Wojciech SUCHORZEWSKI
I believe that the CAPRICE project has a specific feature. It is an excellent occasion to trans-
mit measures that have been successfully implemented in EU-15 countries to the ten new 
Member States. From the presentations from Lithuania, Poland, and Romania, we could 
see that the concept of sustainable mobility is known and even being implemented in city 
centres. It is more difficult to implement it in the larger metropolitan areas.

We have not discussed the barriers and success factors for a wider implementation of the 
best practices in the CAPRICE program. I hope we can do so in the near future.
